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RATIOS, UNIT RATES, and PROPORTIONS
Over the course of the next several weeks, your sixth grade student will be exploring the world of comparative numbers. Ratios are ordered pairs of numbers or measurements that express comparison between those numbers or measures. Students will be expected to learn the Part-to-Whole and Part-to-Part relationships between the same type of things as well as comparisons between two different quantities – expressions of rate and unit rates. They will also learn how to show differences in size or quantity using mathematical relationships. Rates and proportions are used in everyday life, all the time. Students will gain a deeper awareness of these applications and become more able to express proportional relationships and better prepared to apply them to their own lives.
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Each day sixth grade math students will be exposed to warm-up drills, guided practice exercises, independent seat work, small group or paired instructional practices, and be expected to complete daily homework activities designed to enhance and enrich your child’s knowledge and understanding of these strange looking fractional applications.
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Various hands-on activities will also be employed providing multi-sensory approach to instruction. Parents should make it a point to visit their children’s classrooms to view their students’ handiwork and gain a firmer grasp themselves of the material presented in this particular block of instruction. 
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EQUIVALENT RATIOS and PERCENTAGES

No examination of number relationships would be complete without a clear understanding of how to manipulate them to increase or decrease their amounts using both fractions and decimals for comparison. 

Your student will learn the significance of percentages just in time for the upcoming Christmas Holiday sales! 
During the course of this instruction, students will learn to distinguish between common fractions and those relating comparison between numbers. They will understand that ratios may be expressed in a variety of forms all meaning the same thing (as a fraction - ¾ , with the use of the preposition “to” - 3 to 4 , or separated by a colon – 3:4).
[image: image9.wmf]Benchmark fractions and decimals are expected to be memorized and students will be expected to demonstrate their understanding of this relationship. Ability to switch back and forth from fractional form to decimal form will become readily apparent as percent ratios are introduced.
